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Introduction
The New South Wales Sexually Transmissible Infections Strategy 2006-2009 provides a state-wide framework for sexual health programs with a focus on preventing and managing sexually transmissible infections (STIs). This Strategy identifies priorities and actions required to reduce STIs and associated morbidity and mortality in New South Wales (NSW).  The Strategy aims to work with priority populations and the public and private health system to build capacity for prevention, treatment and management of STIs.

Many aspects of the Strategy require partnerships of agencies across the health and community sector and across Area Health boundaries. Accordingly, the NSW STI Programs Unit was established by NSW Health to assist in this coordination and, where appropriate, to directly implement some state-wide services. 

A key focus of the unit is: to strengthen the capacity of general practitioners to manage STIs within the primary care setting ;to assist publicly funded sexual health services to orientate service delivery toward priority populations and to promote community awareness through state-wide STI social marketing and information campaigns. 
This focus aims to ensure that the diverse opportunities available for training, on the job learning and placement opportunities as well as broader based population health skills development is made available to the sexual health workforce and general practice across NSW. 

In order to support these aims information on the educational and training opportunities for general practice and health care workers was drawn together to compliment the existing information available through the Workforce Development Program in Hepatitis, HIV and Sexual Health www.wdp.nsw.gov.au . Courses that are available in other states have been included as many are available through distance or online education or as short block courses.
